3.1 [bookmark: _TOC_250009]Preparation Before Using
3.1.1 [bookmark: _TOC_250008]Li-ion Battery Installation

1) Refer to the above picture, put the battery in the battery slot (pay attention to the correct positive and negative).
2) Close the battery case


3.1.2 Paper Loading

1) Using two fingers to press this place and open the top cover (see above picture).
2) Put into paper roller (pay attention to the paper direction, If loaded reversely, it won’t print.) and close the top cover (Pull paper little out of paper case)

3.2 Basic Function
3.2.1 [bookmark: _TOC_250007]Power On
The printer is power on by pressing the【POWER】button lasting for about 3 seconds, and the power indicator is bright in green color.
3.2.2 [bookmark: _TOC_250006]Power Off
The printer is power off after holding down the 【POWER】button for about 2 seconds. All the indicators are off when the printer is off
3.2.3 [bookmark: _TOC_250005]Self-test
The self-test indicates the printer’s current settings, status and whether the printer has any problems. Hold down the 【FEED 】button while press 【POWER】button about 2 seconds, the self-test begins. The printer is ready to receive data as soon as it completes self-test.
3.2.4 [bookmark: _TOC_250004]Paper Feeding (Manual paper feeding)
Users could use 【 FEED 】 button to feed paper manually when printer on normal working status. 
3.2.5 Battery Charging
Before the battery runs out of power, the printer will alarm and the green LED indicator will flash slowly. It will power off automatically when continues printing.
Charging Method:
1) Connect the power charger to the power connector of the printer.
2) Plug the power charger into an electrical outlet (Printer could be in use when charging). Power-off/Power-on charging： LED light will always indicate green color and  will keep on bright when fully charged..
NOTE: Please use the original battery and power charger, otherwise printer may be damaged or even cause explosion.



3.3 [bookmark: _TOC_250003]Printer connecting and Printing
3.3.1 Bluetooth pairing and printing
PDA with Bluetooth interface, laptop and other information terminals can drive the mobile thermal printerBT-581. Instructions as follows:
1. Power on printer.
2. Primary device search for outer Bluetooth devices.
3. If there are some outer Bluetooth devices, choose BT-581
4. Enter password “0000”.
5. Finish matching.
Note: In pairing, mobile thermal printer BT-581 must be turn on. Do not set many printers on when pairing, otherwise it can‘t figure out which printer is the one that succeeds in pairing. After paired, other host devices still can be paring with this printer too, Each printer can pair up to 2 host devices (1 Android + 1 IOS)
3.4 [bookmark: _TOC_250002]LED Indicator and Buzzer Definition
4 3.4 Definitions of LED indicators and buzzers
5 There is a buzzer and 3 LED indicators to indicate the printer status. The LED indicator indicates the current state, and the buzzer indicates the change of the printer state. 3 groups of LED indicators are respectively Power, ERROR, STATUS.
6 1) Startup indicator light: the green light is on long after the printer is started;
7 2) Bluetooth indicator: After connecting BT, STATUS is on:
8 3) No paper indicator light: ERROR is on, and the buzzer alarms.
9 4) Charging indicator light: the green light flashes, and it will be on long after it is full.
